ELECTRIC SAFETY

OPERATION

On / Off switch

>  When not in use, the pendulum should always be in the Off / Lock ﬁ position Locking the pendulum
allows the Laser unit to better withstand vibration and trauma incurred during transportation or if
the unit is dropped.

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> Touse the laser under leveling model, Users should switch the button to the On/Unlock ﬂ position
and Horizontal Line will be activated.

OFF
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> Pressthe laser selection on the control panel to active Vertical beams. Each laser Line can be selected
individually.

> Touse with laser detector, users need to press pulse button to activate pulse function.

> Users also can select 3 different brightness class, 100% (initial setting), 60% (2nd class) or 40%
(Economic setting). Once users are in the brightness setting mode, the LED will be blinking.
