With one vertical line, the tool can generate 360 horizontal laser and one
cross line. it is the perfect tool for ceiling, fixture, backs plash and floors.

With self-leveling technology, it is designed as DIY laser, which is light-weighted and extremely easy to
use. Therefor, whether you are doing professional construction job or home decoration, the 360 level
can offer you optimal solution.

WARNING AND CAUTION

> The 360 level is ranked as class Il laser. be careful not to expose your eyes to the laser beam while the
instrument is operation. direct exposure to the laser beam for a long tie may be hazardous to your
eyes.

OPERATION

I: Pendulum Lock

This laser level is a precision instrument and should be treated with care. When not in use, the
pendulum should always be in the Off position. Locking the pendulum allows the cross line laser to
better withstand vibration and trauma incurred during transportation or if the unit is dropped.

Il: Automatic Leveling

When the pendulum is on locked, the pendulum is free to automatically level, in order for the cross line
laser to automatically level, the base of the unit needs to be within 3.5°0f level. When the pendulum is
unlocked and the cross line laser is within 3.5°0f level, the unit will be in automatic leveling range, in this
situation the indicator will turn to green. Should the base of the unit be outside the 3.5°leveling range
the laser beam will flash quickly
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PULSE MODE

Under pules mode, laser-lines will be empowered and can be adjusted to the outdoor circumstances.
Furthermore, the instrument can be operated with detector.

To activate pulse mode when the unit is powered on hold the control key on top for 3 seconds and to
deactivate it do the same.

LASER INDIVIDUAL SELECTION

Once the instrument is switched on, 360 degree of horizontal line will be on automatically. Then
pressing the control key will switch to front vertical line, by double press the side vertical and base
point will be on, by 3rd press the horizontal line will be on and you can use all lines in same time. To
switch off use the same control key to reach reliable use full line.

ALARM FUNCTION

LEVELING ALARM

Once the pendulum is in unlocked condition, the instrument will be self-leveling with in 3.5°When the
unit is using out is using out of the leveling range, laser lines and main indicator will keep flashing and
the unit will make alarm sounding.

LOW-BATTERY ALARM

If the battery indicator keeps flashing, it illustrates that the voltage level is below 7.2V and battery
pack need to recharge soon in order for continuous using.
