AWARNING!

> Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions
may result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

> Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

> The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

INSTRUCTION

INTENDED USE

The mixer is an electrical power mixer, which fitted with Single Paddle. It is used for mixing building
materials and chemical materials, for mixing even heavy materials quickly and thoroughly, especially
for the difficult mixing materials, such as high-density mortar, dried building materials, two or more
kinds mixed materials.

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START MACHINE

STOP MACHINE

Loose the start switch so the machine will be stopped

STOP MACHINE

Correct maintenance for the machine can prolong the working life; The handle switch must always
keep in proper function and good maintenance;

The mixing tools should be cleaned when the operation is finish or no use for long time; Normally
the following water or quartz sand can clean the mixing tools well. DO not fore any mechanical
stress in the machine, such as POUND, because it will be unavoidable damaged;

The mixing shaft must always be antipollution;
he hole of hexagonal socket must always be put protecting cover;

The vent of motor housing can not be covered when the machine is in operation, there can not
be any flammable materials in the machine; The vent must be often cleaned; Only original parts
can used in this machine.
