WORK AREA SAFETY

Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents. Do not operate
power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable liquids, gases
or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause
you to lose control.

ELECTRICAL SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Do not
use any adapter plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and
matching outlets will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces, such as pipes, radiators,
ranges and refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is
earthed or grounded.

> Do not expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will
increase the risk of electric shock.

> Do not abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the
power tool. Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or
entangled cords increase the risk of electric shock.

> When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor
use. Use of a cord suitable for outdoor use reduces the risk of electric shock.

> If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current
device (RCD) protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.
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PERSONAL SAFETY

A wrench or
a key left attached to a rotating part of the power tool may result in personal injury.

Do not overreach. Keep proper footing and balance at all times. This enables better
control of the power tool in unexpected situations.

Dress properly. Do not wear loose clothing or jewelry. Keep your hair, clothing and
gloves away from moving parts. Loose clothes, jewelry or long hair can be caught in
moving parts.

If devices are provided for the connection of dust extraction and collection facilities,
ensure these are connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce
dust-related hazards.

POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

>

Do not force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The
correct power tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was
designed.

Do not use the power tool if the switch does not turn it on and off. Any power tool
that cannot be controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired by
Service Center.

Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the
power tool before making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power
tools. Such preventive safety measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool
accidentally.

Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and do not allow persons unfamiliar
with the power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are
dangerous in the hands of untrained users.

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> Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage
of parts and any other condition that may affect the power tool’s operation. If
damaged, have the power tool repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by
poorly maintained power tools.

> Keep cutting tools sharp and clean. Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting
edges are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

> Use the power tool, accessories and tool bits etc. in accordance with these instructions,
takinginto account the working conditions and the work to be performed. Use of the power
tool for operations different from those intended could result in a hazardous situation.

SAFETY NOTICES FOR IMPACT WRENCHES

> Holdthe device by the insulated grips when carrying out work where the screw could
hit hidden power cables. If the screw comes into contact with a live cable, this can
also electrify metal parts of the device and result in electric shock.

> Also chock the wheels and engage the hand brake before using the product.

> Be extremely careful when removing or attaching the hub cap to avoid personal
injury or property damage.

When changing tires, use additional jacks and safety equipment.

> Do not touch the drive of the impact wrench during use.

RESIDUAL RISCKS

There are always residual risks when using this power tool, even with proper use. The following
risks may arise based on the design and style of this power tool:
1. Hearing damage due to failure to use suitable ear protection.

2. Damage to the health due to hand-arm vibrations when using the tool for extended
periods or if not properly handled and maintained.

AWARNING!

A CAUTION!

Unsuitable sockets can break during use and may cause injury.

> Do not hold the sockets when turning on the impact wrench.

>  Always disconnect the device from the mains socket before inserting or removing a
socket.

A NOTE

> Several attempts may be required to loosen tight fittings. However, avoid continuously us
ing the device for too long to prevent damage.

> Do not overtighten small screws in particular. Note the torque rating.

Rust or other debris on the threads or under the screw heads may affect the strength of
the fitting.

> Always let the impact wrench come to a complete stop before changing the direction of
rotation.

> Note the operating instructions of the respective items during use (vehicle, car jack).

USE

TIGHTENING AND LOOSENING FITTINGS
1. Attach the appropriate socket on the socket adapter until it clicks into place. Make
sure that the socket is firm and secure.

Plug the power tool into a 220 V power line socket.

Verify the direction of fastening or loosening bolts before applying the impact wrench.
Press the Reverse switch to loosen and untighten the bolts.
Press the Forward switch to fasten and tighten the bolts.

When Release the Forward / Reverse switch the impact wrench will stop.

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The impact wrench will continue running for a few more turns after it has been switched off.

4. After you have finished using the impact wrench, unplug the power plug from the
power line socket.

5. Remove the socket from the socket adapter and store the device safely.

6. Use atorque wrench to verify the fitting has the required torque.

A NOTICE FOR WHEEL FITTING

After driving about 50 km, retighten the wheel nuts /screws and verify that they are and secure.

INSTALLING THE SOCKET

Toinstall the socket bit, place the socket onto the 3/4-inch drive (anvil). Then, insert the locking
pin through the designated hole. Finally, to prevent the pin from coming out, place the rubber
O-ringinto the socket’s groove.

To remove the socket, after removing the locking pin simply Pull it out.
INSTALLING THE HANDLE
Operate the machine only with the auxiliary handle.
Adjust the handle in a comfortable position, and a fatigue-free, for a safe working position.

Loosen the auxiliary handle by rotating it and adjusting the handle to the desired working
position.
