GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipe, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

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>  Hold the power tool by insulated gripping surfaces, when performing an operation where the
drilling or fasteners may contact hidden wiring or its own cord.

> Always start drilling at low speed and with the bit tip in contact with the workpiece. At higher
speeds, the bit is likely to bend if allowed to rotate freely without contacting the workpiece,
resulting in personal injury.

> Apply pressure only in direct line with the bit and do not apply excessive pressure. Bits can
bend, causing breakage or loss of control, resulting in personal injury.

INSERTING TOOLS

The product is equipped with a SDS-plus attachment system for simple and convenient changing of
tools without the use of additional tools.

Clean and lightly grease the shank end of the tool before inserting.
Pull back locking sleeve and hold.

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SETTING THE OPERATING MODE

The product can be switched to drilling, hammer and hammer/ drilling functions.
To set the function, please use compounding of model selector knob and rear hammer/drill switch.

Change the operating mode only when the machine is switched off! Otherwise, the machine can be
damaged.

CHANGE CARBON BRUSHES

Check the carbon brushes after the first 50 hours of operation with a new machine or when new
brushes are fit-ted. After carrying out the first check, repeat the check every 10 hours of operation.
If the carbon is worn down to a length of 6 mm, or if the spring or contact wire is burnt or damaged,
it is necessary to replace both brushes. If it turns out that the brushes can be used after removal, it
is possible to re-mount them.

When servicing the carbon brushes, open the two locks, then remove the carbon brushes. Replace
the carbon brushes in reverse order.
