GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipe, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

> Don't expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase
the risk of electric shock.

> Don't abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool.
Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords
increased the risk of electric shock.
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> When operating a power tool outdoors, use an extension cord suitable for outdoor use.
Using a cord suitable for outdoor use will reduce the risk of electric shock.

> If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device (RCD)
protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

> Use of power supply via an RCD with a rated residual current of 30mA or less is always
recommended.

PERSONAL SAFETY

> Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a power tool. Don’t
use a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication.
A moment of inattention while operating power tools may result in serious personal injury.

> Use personal protective equipment. Always wear eye protection. Protective equipment such
as dust mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protection used for appropriate
conditions will reduce personal injuries.

> Dress properly. Don't wear loose clothing or jewelry. Keep your hair, clothing, and gloves away
from moving parts. Loose cloths, jewelry or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

> If devices are provided for connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure these
are connected and properly used. Use of dust collection can reduce dust-related hazards.

POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

> Do not use accessories that require liquid coolants. Using water or other liquid coolants may

result in electrocution or shock.

SERVICE

> Have your power tool serviced by qualified repair person using only identical replacement
parts. This will ensure that the safety of power tool is maintained.

> Follow instruction for lubricating and changing accessories.

> Keep handles dry, clean and free from oil and grease.

SWITCH ACTION
ACAUTION!

Do not pull the switch lever hard without pulling the lock-off lever. This can cause switch breakage.

1.  Tostart the power tool, depress the rear of the on/off switch and push it forward for
continuous operation, push the switch forwards and press the switch down at the front until
it latches Your switch is now locked on for continuous use.

2. Tostop the power tool, release the switch or, if it is locked, press the back of the switch and
then release it.

SPEED ADJUSTING WHEEL

> Using the speed adjusting wheel to adjust the speed.
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COLLET LOCKING

1.  Toinstall the accessory, place an open-end wrench onto the spindle to prevent it from
rotating. Hold the wrench in place and rotate the collet counter-clockwise with another
open-end wrench. Insert three fourths of the shank of the accessory into the collet and
securely tighten the collet clockwise.

2. Toremove the accessory, follow the installation procedure in reverse.

ANOTE!

To prevent damage to the collet, avoid excessive tightening of the collet when there is no
accessory inserted

OPERATION

ANOTE!

The power tool is designed to work most efficiently with only light pressure. Excessive pressure
will burn the work surface.

1.  Always hold the power tool firmly and make sure the wheel point is not contacting the
workpiece before the switch is turned on.

2. Turnthe power tool on, allow the motor to reach full speed and then place the wheel point
on the work surface. To obtain a good finish, move the power tool in the leftward direction
slowly.
