INSTALLATION & OPERATION

Ensure the appropriate regulator is selected for the type of gas being used.

Cylinders must be upright and secured.

Ensure that the cylinder valve is clean and free from any residual dirt or obstruction.
Connect regulator to the cylinder valve and tighten using the correct size spanner.

For safety. always use a flashback arrestor.

Open cylinder valve slowly to prevent pressure surge.

Open downstream valve slowly to position and adjust regulator to required pressure
via the PA control or flowmeter.

CLOSING DOWN PROCEDURE

1. Close cylinder valve.

2.  Openall downstream valves to release pressure in system.

3. Close all downstream valves.

Operators should be trained to use correct procedures as above and to be aware of the
recommendations of the British Compressed Gases Code of Practice Cp7.
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
