GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRICSAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipe, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators.

Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and don’t allow persons unfamiliar with
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the
hand s of untrained users.

Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage o parts and

Do not operate saw without guards in place. Check blade guard for proper closing before each
use. Do not operate saw if blade guard does not move freely and close instantly. Never clamp or

tie the blade guard in the open position

Never reach around the saw blade.

Turn off tool and wait for saw blade to stop before moving workpiece or changing settings.
Unplug tool before changing blade or servicing.

Always secure all moving portions before carrying the tool.

Check the blade carefully for cracks or damage before operation. Replace cracked or damaged
blades immediately

Do not use the saw to cut anything other than wood.

To prevent any accidents, assemble all parts of the Miter saw before connecting it to the power
supply. The Miter saw shouldn't be connected to any power supply while you are assembling
parts, making adjustments, installing or removing blades, or when not using them.

If any parts are missing, do not operate this tool until the missing parts are replaced. Failure to
do so could result in possible serious personal injury.

AWARNING!

The machine is designed to be operated by one person. The prerequisites for operating the
machine are physical and mental fitness as well as knowledge and understanding of the operating
instructions. Persons who, due to their physical, sensory or mental capabilities, inexperience or
lack of knowledge, are unable to operate the machine safely must not use the machine without
supervision or instruction by a responsible person.
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ANCHORING TO THE GROUND

Anchor both sides of the machine (14) to the floor of the installation site using appropriate fixing
bolts.

ATTACHING GRIP FOR TURNING TABLE

Fix the grip for turning table into the turntable screw.

ASSEMBLY WORKPIECE SUPPORT

Attach the two workpiece supports (16) to the left and right of the fixed table of the machine.

FASTEN THE SAWDUST BAG
> Press the metal ring (2) of the sawdust bag (1) together and slide it over the chip collection
outlet.

>  Afterreleasing the metal ring (2), the sawdust bag is fixed to the machine.
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ASSEMBLY CLAMP

> Theclamp (18) can be placed to the left or right of the saw blade.

>  Todo this, place the clamp (18) in the hole (2) on the machine.

SAW HEAD STOPPER PIN

>  Tounlock the saw head, while pushing the handle down slightly, pull the saw head stopper pin
(28) and turn it 90°. To lock the saw head, pull the saw head stopper pin (28) and turn it 90°
then release it into the groove when the saw head is in desired height.

>  Loosen the miter lock to set the rotary table to the desired angle.

> At the locking positions, in angles0°® and +45°, the turntable audibly engages.

>  Theangular position is indicated at the miter angle scale by means of the indicator.

ADJUSTING THE BEVEL ANGLE

>  Releasethe locking lever and tilt the machine head to the left or right with the handle until the
desired angle is achieved.

> The pointer indicates the angle of inclination on the scale.
> After the desired angle is set, fix the machine head with the locking lever (19).

AWARNING!

When tilting the saw blade, be sure to raise the handle fully.

After changing the bevel angle, always secure the saw head by tightening the saw head tilt lock lever
clockwise.
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SWITCHACTION

Press the Saw blade guard Safety lever (25) and then press and hold the ON-OFF switch (24)
on the handle.

Switch the machine OFF: Release the ON-OFF switch (24)

A CAUTION!

Before plugging in the tool, always check to see that the switch trigger actuates properly and
returns to the “OFF” position when released.

AWARNING!

NEVER use tool without a fully operative switch trigger. Any tool with an inoperative switch is
HIGHLY DANGEROUS and must be repaired before further usage.

LASER GUIDE

This tool is equipped with a Laser guide, The laser guide allows the operator to anticipate the path
of the saw blade on the workpiece before beginning cutting.

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SETTING THE LASER

If the laser does not show the correct cutting line any more, you can adjust the laser with the screws.

The laser beam should hit the teeth of the saw blade.

LASER LIGHT SWITCH

The laser light switch (20), Press the switch to turning laser guide light on or off.

REMOVING SAW BLADE
> Swing the machine Saw blade guard upwards.

>  Press the spindle lock button with one hand while placing the wrench on the bolt (4) with the
other hand.

>  Turnthe saw blade until the spindle lock engages.

Now loosen the flange bolt (4) with a little more pressure.

>
A NOTE!

Ensure the correct direction of rotation!

>  Check that the saw blade guard works properly and moves up and down when the machine
head is moved.

CROSS CUT WITH YOUR MITER

Pull out saw head stopper pin and lift the handle to its full height.
Unlock the turn table.
Rotate the turn table until the pointer aligns with the desire angle on the Miter angle Scale.

Place the workpiece flat on the miter table with one edge securely against the fence. If the
board is warped, place the convex side against the fence and clamp. If the concave edge of a
board is placed against the fence, the board could collapse on the blade at the end of the cut,
jamming the blade.

6. When cutting long piece of timber or molding, support the opposite end of the stock. Align
cutting line on the workpiece with the edge of the saw blade. Grasp the stock firmly and secure
it against the fence.

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7. Grasp saw handle firmly, then squeeze the switch trigger. Allow several seconds for the blade
to reach maximum speed.

8. Slowly lower the blade to cut through the workpiece.

BEVEL CUT

A bevel cut is made with the miter table set at 0° position and the blade bevel at an angle between
0° and 45°.

AWARNING!

To avoid serious personal injury, always use miter lock to secure the miter table before making a cut.
Failure to do so, could result in movement of the miter table and may cause serious personal injury.

CUTTING DEPTH LIMITING

>  The cutting depth can be adjusted continuously by turning the screw (29).
