GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipe, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

> Don't expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase
the risk of electric shock.

> Don't abuse the cord. Never use the cord for carrying, pulling or unplugging the power tool.
Keep cord away from heat, oil, sharp edges or moving parts. Damaged or entangled cords
increased the risk of electric shock.

> If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device (RCD)
protected supply. Use of an RCD reduces the risk of electric shock.

> Use of power supply via a RCD with a rated residual current of 30mA or less is always
recommended.

PERSONAL SAFETY

> Stay alert, watch what you are doing and use common sense when operating a power tool. Don’t
use a power tool while you are tired or under the influence of drugs, alcohol or medication. A
moment of inattention while operating power tools may result in serious personal injury.

> Use personal protective equipment. Always wear eye protection. Protective equipment such
as dust mask, non-skid safety shoes, hard hat, or hearing protection used for appropriate
conditions will reduce personal injuries.

Keep your hair, clothing, and gloves away
from moving parts. Loose cloths, jewelry or long hair can be caught in moving parts.

> If devices are provided for connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure these

POWER TOOL USE AND CARE

> Don't force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct power
tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.

> Don't use the power tool if the switch doesn’t turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be
controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

> Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

> Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and don’t allow persons unfamiliar with
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the
hand s of untrained users.

> Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage o parts and

any other condition that may affect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, have the power tool
repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

> wear safety goggles

> Keep hands out of path of saw blade. Avoid contact with any coasting blade. It can still cause
severe injury.

> Do not operate saw without guards in place. Check blade guard for proper closing before each
use. Do not operate saw if blade guard does not move freely and close instantly. Never clamp or
tie the blade guard in the open position

> Never reach around the saw blade.

> Turn off tool and wait for saw blade to stop before moving workpiece or changing settings.

> Unplug tool before changing blade or servicing.

> Always secure all moving portions before carrying the tool.

> Check the blade carefully for cracks or damage before operation. Replace cracked or damaged
blades immediately

> Do not use the saw to cut anything other than wood.

To prevent any accidents, assemble all parts of the Miter saw before connecting it to the power
supply. The Miter saw shouldn't be connected to any power supply while you are assembling
parts, making adjustments, installing or removing blades, or when not using them.

> If any parts are missing, do not operate this tool until the missing parts are replaced. Failure to
do so could result in possible serious personal injury.

ASSEMBLY

> Checkifallitemswhich arelisted in the chapter PARTS AND ACCESSORIES have been delivered
before putting the miter saw into operation.

> Remove all the items carefully from the packaging.

> Before further use of the tool, all parts should be carefully checked to ensure that it will operate
and perform its intended function. Check for alignment of moving parts, free running of moving
parts, breakage of parts, assembling and any other conditions that may affect its operation. Any
part that is damaged should be properly repaired, or replaced, by an authorized service facility,
unless otherwise indicated in this operation manual. Do not operate this miter saw until it has
been fully assembled and correctly prepared for use in accordance with the instructions in this
operation manual.

> Inorder to avoid an unintended starting of this miter saw during the assembly, do not connect

the power plug to the power source.

ASSEMBLING THE EXTENSION TABLE

Turn the power tool over to attach the extension Table (5) on the underside of the miter saw.
Unscrew the extension Table screws.
Place the extension Table in both side holes.

Tighten the extension Table screws and make sure that the extension Table is secure and cannot
be moved during the operation.

Conduct a short test-run with a workpiece.
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TRANSPORTING THE POWER TOOL
> Totransport the power tool, tighten the locking nut (31)

DUST AND CHIP EXTRACTION

For integrated dust extraction lift the sawdust cover (30) and place the dust collection (24) on the
sawdust cover.

A NOTE!

Wood dust and wood shavings in the air can cause allergies and cancer. Studies have proven that
workers who come in contact with oak and beech wood dust contract cancer more frequently than
other workers. Conduct wood-working preferably outdoors or attach a suitable external vacuum
cleaner, to minimize your health risk.

CLAMPING THE WORK PIECE

Do not work with work pieces that are too small to be attached to the quick action clamp (14). To
ensure work safety.

HORIZONTAL MITER ANGLE

The horizontal miter angle can be set in the range from -45° to +45° The horizontal miter angle
scale shows the currently set in degrees.

Loosen the handle (11) if it is tightened by turning it counter clockwise. Pull the lever upwards.

Rotate the saw table (7) to the required angle, to the right or to the left. The required angle can be
read off the scale flute.

VERTICAL BEVEL ANGLE

The vertical bevel angle can be set in the range from 0° to 45°. The vertical bevel angle scale shows
the currently set in degrees.

Remove the quick action clamp (14)
Loosen the locking wrench (26) if it is tightened.
Swing the handle (18) to the required angle.

Tighten the locking wrench (26).

LASER ON/OFF SWITCH

>  The laser light allows for precise cutting experience. Press the switch to turn on or off the
laser guide light.

SAWING
>  Clamp the work piece firmly.

>  Set the required horizontal miter angle or the required vertical bevel angle. Switch on the
power tool.

Move the tool arm (18) slowly downward.
Saw through the work piece.

Switch off the power tool.

Wait until the saw blade (2) has come to a complete standstill.

SAWING SPECIAL WORK PIECES

>  Place the workpiece flat on the miter table with one edge securely against the fence. If the
board is warped, place the convex side against the fence and clamp. If the concave edge of a
board is placed against the fence, the board could collapse on the blade at the end of the cut,
jamming the blade.

> When cutting long piece of timber or molding, support the opposite end of the stock. Align
cutting line on the workpiece with the edge of the saw blade. Grasp the stock firmly and secure
it against the fence.

/\ ArTenTION!
> Disconnect the tool from the outlet before inserting/changing saw blades

>  Because of friction, the saw blade can become very hot during an operation. Wait a little while,
until the saw blade has cooled down.

>  The dents of the saw blade are very sharp!
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A Warning!

To avoid serious personal injury, always use miter lock to secure the miter table before making a cut.
Failure to do so, could result in movement of the miter table and may cause serious personal injury.
