GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.
ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

INFLATING A CAR TIRE AND MOTORCYCLE TIRE

Please make sure the inflator is off before operating.

1.  Rollout the cord and insert cigarette lighter plug into cigarette lighter socket. If your product
equipped with battery clamps, please connect car battery with negative and positive clamps.

The clamp marked “+” connects to anode of battery. The clamp marked “” connects to
cathode of battery.
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2. Clockwise screw the thread connector onto tire’s valve stem.
Please use extension PU air hose, if the inflator cannot reach the item.

4.  Turnon the inflator and stay with the inflator which is working please. Press the part of
switch marked ‘I’ to turn on the compressor and LED light.

ANote!

Press the part of switch marked ‘II’ only to turn on the LED light.

5. Remove the thread connector from the tire and disconnect the 12V car adaptor. when tire
pressure reaches the point, you want.

ANote!

To avoid over-inflation of tires, please check the recommended car tire pressure in the vehicle’s
owner’s manual. For bicycle tires, please check the tire marking.

INFLATING SPORTING EQUIPMENT (I.E., BASKETBALL) OR PARTY BALLOONS
1. Screw the ball/balloon adapter (See D7) into the thread connector.
2. Insert the ball/balloon adapter into valve of the object to be inflated.

3. Turnontheinflator and stay with the inflator which is working please. Press the part of switch
marked ‘I’ to turn on the compressor.

4.  Pull ball/balloon adapter from the inflated object’s valve and unscrew ball/balloon adapter
from the thread connector.

5. Disconnect the 12 V car cigarette lighter adaptor from the cigarette lighter socket and store
the 12 V cord in the compartment area.
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ANote!

If a pressure reading is required during inflation, the built-in pressure gauge will provide an
estimated reading only.
