GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipe, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

> Don't expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase
the risk of electric shock.

> If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device (RCD)
protected supply.

> Use of power supply via an RCD with a rated residual current of 30mA or less is always
recommended.

> Dress properly. Don't wear loose clothing or jewelry. Keep your hair, clothing, and gloves away
from moving parts.

> If devices are provided for connection of dust extraction and collection facilities, ensure these
are connected and properly used.

> Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

> Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and don’t allow persons unfamiliar with
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the
hand s of untrained users.

> Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage o parts and

ASSEMBLY

BLOWER FUNCTION

To have a blowing function turn the Turn sheath to blower mode.

Put the pin of the rubber tube into the rabbet of the turn sheath (1), and turn the rubber tube
clockwise (2) to properly secure.

FIXING TELESCOPIC HOSE AND FLAT MOUTH SUCTION

The way of fixing a telescopic hose (3) is the same as fixing a rubber tube (1).
Plug the flat mouth suction (4) head into another point of the telescopic hose (3).
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FIXING SOFA SUCTION PAD HEAD

Using the sofa suction pad (5) head can improve the suction efficiency.
Plug the sofa suction pad (5) head into another point of the telescopic hose (3).

FIXING COLLECTION BAG

ANOTE!

Please fix the collection bag (5) before collecting dust.
To take down the collection bag, need to pull down the Release knob (6), then take down the

collection bag from the tool.

SUCTION FUNCTION

To have a suction function turn the Turn sheath to suction mode

STARTING BLOWER

When pressing the On/Off Switch, the tool is started. By releasing it the tool is stopped.
To continue working after pressing on/Off Switch press the Lock on Button.
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SPEED ADJUSTING WHEEL

Use the variable speed switch to adjust the speed.

FOR SAFE OPERATION

When the unit is not being used, place it in room. Never expose it to rain.

As the unit is operated the operator must wear a providing cap, eyeglass and cover mouth.
