BEFORE OPERATION CHECKS

CHECK THE ENGINE

For your safety, to ensure compliance with environmental regulations, and to maximize the service
life of your equipment, it is very important to take a few moments before you operate the engine
to check its condition. Be sure to take care of any problem you find, or have your servicing dealer
correct it, before you operate the engine. Check the General Condition of the Engine.

1. Before each use, look around and underneath the engine for signs of oil or gasoline leaks.
2. Remove any excessive dirt or debris, especially around the muffler and recoil starter.

3. Look for signs of damage.

Check that all shields and covers are in place, and all nuts, bolts, and screws are tightened

OPERATION

AWARNING!

For your safety, do not operate the engine in an enclosed area such as a garage. Your engine’s
exhaust contains poisonous carbon monoxide gas that can collect rapidly in an enclosed area and
cause illness or death.

STARTING THE ENGINE

1. Tostart acold engine, move the choke lever [1] to the CLOSED [A] position. To restart a warm
engine, leave the choke lever in the OPEN [B] position.

2. Press the priming pump [2] several times until the priming pump is filled with fuel. Even if
the priming pump is pressed too many times, the extra fuel will return to the fuel tank. If the
priming pump is not pressed enough, the engine may not start.

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3. Turnthe engine switch [3] to the ON (1) [A] position.

4.  Pull the starter grip [4] lightly until you feel resistance, then pull briskly in the direction of the
arrow [5]. Return the starter grip gently.

HOT RESTART
If the engine is operated at higher ambient temperatures, then turned off and allowed to sit for a

short time, it may not restart on the first pull.
Turn the engine switch to the OFF (0) [B] position.

2. Move the choke lever to the OPEN position.

3. Hold the throttle lever [6] on the equipment in the MAX. [B] position.
4,  Pull the starter grip 3 to 5 times.

SETTING ENGINE SPEED

STOPPING THE ENGINE

To stop the engine in an emergency, simply turn the engine switch to the OFF (0) position. Under
normal conditions, use the following procedure.
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1.  Move the throttle lever to the MIN. (- ) [A] position.
2. Turnthe engine switch to the OFF (0) position.

REFUELING

Refuel in a well-ventilated area with the engine stopped. If the engine has been running, allow it to
cool first.

Never refuel the engine inside a building where gasoline fumes may reach flames or sparks.

Never use fuels content of ethanol or methanol that may cause starting or performance problems.
It may also damage metal, rubber, and plastic parts of the fuel system.

Never use gasoline that is stale, contaminated, or mixed with oil.

Avoid getting dirt or water in the fuel tank.

FUEL LEVEL CHECK

1.  Check the fuel level visually from the outside of the fuel tank while keeping the fuel filler neck
upright.

2. If the fuel level is low, refuel in a well-ventilated area with the engine stopped. If the engine
has been running, allow it to cool. Remove the fuel filler cap [1], and fill the tank with gasoline
to the bottom of the filler neck. Refuel carefully to avoid spilling fuel. Do not overfill. There

should be no fuel in the filler neck.

MAXIMUM FUEL LEVEL

After refueling, tighten the fuel filler cap securely.
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ENGINE OIL
Qil is a major factor affecting performance and service life.

Use 4-stroke automotive detergent oil.

RECOMMENDED OIL

Use 4-stroke motor oil that meets or exceeds the requirements for APl service classification SJ or
later (or equivalent). Always check the API service label on the oil container to be sure it includes
the letters SJ or later (or equivalent).

SAE 10W-30 or SAE 10W-40 is recommended for general use. Other viscosities shown in the chart
may be used when the average temperature in your area is within the indicated range.

OILLEVEL CHECK

Check the engine oil level before each use, or every 10 hours if operated continuously.
1. Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick [1] and wipe it clean.

2. Insert and remove the oil filler cap/dipstick without screwing it into the oil filler neck, then
remove it to check the oil level shown on the dipstick.

3. If the oil level is near or below the lower limit mark on the dipstick, fill to the bottom edge of
the oil fill hole [2] with the recommended oil. To avoid overfilling or underfilling, be sure the
engineisin alevel position, as shown, while adding oil.

4, Reinstall the oil filler cap/dipstick and tighten securely.

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OIL CHANGE

Drain the used oil when the engine is warm.

Warm oil drains quickly and completely.

1.  Check that the fuel filler cap [1] is tightened securely.

2. Place asuitable container below the engine to catch the used oil.

3. Remove the oil filler cap/dipstick and drain the oil into the container by tipping the engine
toward the oil filler neck [2].

4, With the engine in a level position, fill to the bottom edge of the oil fill hole with the
recommended oil.

Please dispose of used motor oil in a manner that is compatible with the environment. We
suggest you take used oil in a sealed container to your local recycling center or service station for
reclamation. Do not throw it in the trash, pour it on the ground, or pour it down a drain.

AIR CLEANER

A dirty air cleaner will restrict air flow to the carburetor, reducing engine performance. If you
operate the engine in very dusty areas, clean the air filter element more often.

Paper air filter Inspection

Loosen the screw [1] and remove the air cleaner cover [2].Inspect the air filter element [3]. Clean or
replace dirty air filter element. Always replace damaged air filter element.

Reinstall the air filter element and air cleaner cover and tighten the screw securely.
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Refer to the cleaning instruction as following.

Wipe dirt from the inside of the air cleaner body and cover using a moist rag. Be careful to prevent
dirt from entering the air duct that leads to the carburetor.

CHANGING SPARK PLUG

1. Loosen the hex bolt [1] with a hexagon wrench, then remove the top cover [2].

2. Disconnect the spark plug cap [3], and remove any dirt from around the spark plug area.

3. Remove the spark plug [4] with a 5/8-inch spark plug wrench.

4. Inspect the spark plug. Replace it if damaged or badly fouled, if the sealing washer [5] is in poor
condition, or if the electrode is worn.

5. Measure the spark plug electrode gap with a wire-type feeler gauge. Correct the gap, if
necessary, by carefully bending the side electrode. The gap should be: 0.6-0.7 mm (0.024-
0.028in)

6. Install the spark plug carefully, by hand, to avoid cross-threading.

7. After the spark plug is seated, tighten with a 5/8-inch spark plug wrench to compress the
sealing washer. When installing a new spark plug, tighten 1/2 turn after the spark plug seats to
compress the washer. When reinstalling the original spark plug, tighten 1/8-1/4 turn after the
spark plug seats to compress the washer.

8.  Attach the spark plug cap to the spark plug.

9. Install the top cover, and tighten the hex bolt securely with a hexagon wrench.

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ASSEMBLY OF PROTECTION GUARD

1. Remove the pre-assembly screw on the safety guard.

2. Align the screw location hole, and then insert the safety guard into the tube.
3. Tighten the screw using screwdriver

ASSEMBLY OF GRASS TRIMMER

Make sure that the cutting / trimming guard have been attached properly.

Screw the nut clockwise and move flange (31) and nut (32).

Rotate the backing flange until its hole is aligned with the notch in the gear head.
Insert the spindle lock rod into the hole to lock the spindle.

Screw the trimmer head on the spindle anti-clockwise.

Reverse the above order of steps to disassemble the grass trimmer.

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ASSEMBLY OF BRUSH CUTTER

Put the backing flange (30) onto the spindle.

Fit the blade to the spindle. The rotational direction indicated on the guard and that of the
blade must agree. Ensure that the blade sits securely on the extruded ring on the backing
flange.

Put the locking flange (31) onto the blade. The pins must engage in the hole on the backing
flange.

Insert the spindle lock rod into the hole to lock the spindle. Screw the safety nut by use the
spark plug wrench anti-clockwise. Remove the spindle lock rod.

Reverse the above order of steps to disassemble the brush cutter.
