BEFORE OPERATION CHECKS

Check the engine

For your safety, to ensure compliance with environmental regulations, and to maximize the
service life of your equipment, it is very important to take a few moments before you operate the
engine to check its condition. Be sure to take care of any problem you find, or have your servicing
dealer correct it, before you operate the engine. Check the General Condition of the Engine

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1. Remove any excessive dirt or debris, especially around the muffler and recoil starter.

2.  Look for signs of damage.

3. Check that all shields and covers are in place, and all nuts, bolts, and screws are tightened
FUEL

The general gasoline and the two-stroke oil mix.

Recommended mixing ratio is 25:1.

1. Prohibit the use of pure gasoline for fuel (no refueling two-stroke engine oil ).

2. Well-ventilated place to add fuel

3. Do not add too much fuel in the fuel tank.

4

Do not leave fuel in the neck. If any fuel spill, please completely remove or evaporate before
starting the gasoline engine

5. After refueling, tighten the fuel tank cap.

STARTING THE ENGINE

AWARN ING!

Never start the engine in the closed area such as greenhouses and closed garden.

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AWARNING!

When starting the engine, make sure the fluid tank is full of water or chemical fluid. Never start
the engine with an empty tank as this could affect the life of your sprayer.

1. Press the carburetor primer pump 4 to 5 times until you can see fuel flowing through the

hoses.
2. Position the choke lever to "closed" by moving it up.
3. Set the throttle lever to halfway.
4.  Pull down the choke lever once your machine is on.
5. Oncethe engineis on, you can regulate the speed of your equipment with the throttle lever.
AWARNING!

> Never start the motor with an empty tank
> Fasten a high-pressure outlet pipe.

> Oncethe engineison:

Open the pressure knob to the desired position.

AWARNING!

After the motor turned on, open the pressure knob immediately to release the residual air from
inside the pump.
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ANOTE!

make sure that the water fluid from an outlet is normal (if it is abnormal, then remove the high-
pressure outlet pipe so as to accelerate the air releasing from the pump).

Adjust the pressure by turning a pressure releasing valve clockwise to obtain a normal pressure.

OPENING THE NOZZLE STOPCOCK

When the Stopcock is open, chemicals will be ejected directly from the nozzle.

Set the throttle lever to halfway or adjust to the desired setting.

STOP THE ENGINE

To stop the engine in an emergency, simply press the stop button located above the throttle lever.

Under normal circumstances, follow these steps:

1.  Move the throttle lever to the minimum position.

2. Turnthe pressure control knob to the "low pressure" position.
3. Press the stop button.

MAINTENANCE

Remove the Liquid tank cap and pour out all the remaining liquid.

Fill the tank with clean water and start the engine, clean the pump and the inside of the hose by
spraying with clean water.

ANOTE!

Never use corrosive materials like gasoline and tinner to clean the container and inner parts.
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Remove any remaining water through the drain hole.

Start the engine again and shortly before reaching maximum speed, spray all the water from the
hose and nozzle for 15 to 20 seconds.

When the water stops coming out of the nozzle, turn off the engine.

GREASE CHECK

Check the pump grease after each use and during every periodic maintenance cycle.

SPARK PLUG

To ensure normal operation of the engine, clean the spark plug gap with a wire brush to remove

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sediments. spark plug gap must be 0.6-0.7 mm

MUFFLER

Regular maintenance muffler, use a screwdriver to remove rubbish on the body or the rubbish on
the coke muffler exhaust.

PREPARATION

> Shut off the engine
