GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

> Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions
may result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

> Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.

> The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipe, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators. There is an increased risk of electric shock if your body is earthed or grounded.

> Don't expose power tools to rain or wet conditions. Water entering a power tool will increase
the risk of electric shock.

> If operating a power tool in a damp location is unavoidable, use a residual current device (RCD)
protected supply.

Don'’t force the power tool. Use the correct power tool for your application. The correct power
tool will do the job better and safer at the rate for which it was designed.

Don'’t use the power tool if the switch doesn’t turn it on and off. Any power tool that cannot be
controlled with the switch is dangerous and must be repaired.

Disconnect the plug from the power source and/or the battery pack from the power tool before
making any adjustments, changing accessories, or storing power tools. Such preventive safety
measures reduce the risk of starting the power tool accidentally.

Store idle power tools out of the reach of children and don’t allow persons unfamiliar with
power tool or these instructions to operate the power tool. Power tools are dangerous in the
hand s of untrained users.
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> Maintain power tools. Check for misalignment or binding of moving parts, breakage o parts and
any other condition that may affect the power tool’s operation. If damaged, have the power tool
repaired before use. Many accidents are caused by poorly maintained power tools.

Properly maintained cutting tools with sharp cutting edges
are less likely to bind and are easier to control.

When directed towards tires, tire valves or other pressurized components, the high-pressure
jet is potentially dangerous. Do not use the rotating nozzle kit, and always keep the jet at a
distance of at least 03 cm during cleaning.

All electrical conductors must be protected against the water jet.

The appliance must only be connected to an adequate power supply in compliance with all
applicable regulations.

Use of a safety residual current circuit-breaker (R.C.C.B.) will provide additional protection for
the operator (30 MA).

High pressure may cause parts to rebound: wear all the protective clothing and equipment
needed to ensure the operator>safety

Before doing work on the appliance, remove the plug.
Before pressing the trigger, grip the gun firmly to counteract the recoil.
Maintenance and/or repair of electrical components must be carried out by qualified staff.

Before using the appliance, check every time that the screws are fully tightened and that there
are no broken or worn parts.

Only use detergents which will not corrode the coating materials of the high-pressure hose/
electrical cable.

Ensure that all people or animals keep a LYN minimum stance of 16 yd. (15m) away

SAFETY MUST KNOWS

> Do not tamper with or adjust the safety valve setting. Safety valve and/or pressure limiting

> valve. The safety valve is also a pressure limiting valve. When the gun trigger is released,
the valve opens and the water recirculates through the pump inlet or is discharged onto the
ground.

>  Safety catch (see Connection of gun and hose) Prevent accidental spraying of water.

> Air outlet on plastic case and it should NOT be blocked during ration, or fire or electric shock

hazard is possible.

RUNNING INSTRUCTION

AWARNING!

This unit is to be connected to a cold-water source only.
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A WARNING!

The motor of this pressure washer will NOT run. It will only operate when the trigger is squeezed.
Connect the outlet hose to the washer and connect the spray gun to the outlet hose.
Connect nozzle and nozzle extension.

Check gauze filter is clear of any blockage.

Connect the water supply hose.

Check that the hose has no kinks in it

Turn on water and check for leaks.

Depress trigger to allow air to be expelled though the pump and hoses, lock trigger.

Plug in machine and turn on side switch.

Unlock trigger and use the pressure washer.

SHUT DOWN
> Turn off the motor(push switch to the off position).

> Unplug the unit from the power source.
> Turn off the water supply.

Press the trigger of the gun to depressurize the system, take down the water outlet hose, 10
seconds racing of the motor to let take water completely spray out.

Disconnect the garden hose from the pressure washer.

v

Wipe all surfaces of the unit with a damp clean cloth.

>  Engage the gun safety lock.

ACAUTION!

ALWAYS turn off the unit’s motor BEFORE turning off the unit’s water supply.
Serious damage could occur to the motor if the unit is run without water.

ACAUTION!

NEVER disconnect the high-pressure discharge hose from the machine while the system is still
pressurized. To depressurize the unit, turn off the motor, turn off the water supply and squeeze the
trigger 2-3times.

SPRAY NOZZLES

The Pressure Washer comes furnished with four spray nozzles. Each nozzle is color coded and
delivers a specific spray pattern and pressure for a particular cleaning job. The size of the nozzle
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determines the size of the fan spray and the pressure out of the nozzle.

0°Nozzle - Red: This nozzle delivers a pinpoint stream of pressurized water and is extremely
powerful. It covers only a small area of cleaning. This nozzle should only be directed at surfaces that
can withstand high pressure such as metal or concrete. Do not use this nozzle to clean wood. (fig 1)

A

25° Nozzle( Green): This nozzle delivers a 25 degree spray pattern for intense cleaning of larger
areas. This nozzle should only be used on areas that can withstand pressure from this nozzle. (fig 2)

T

40° Nozzle - White: This nozzle delivers a 40 degree spray pattern and a less powerful stream of
water. This nozzle can cover a wide area and should be used for most general cleaning jobs. (fig 3)

Chemical Nozzle - Black: This nozzle is used to apply special chemicals and cleaning solutions. This
nozzle produces the weakest pressure stream of the five nozzles. (fig 4)
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Turbo Nozzles: This nozzle delivers a rotating spray pattern for maximum cleaning power. The
internally rotating nozzle conveys the water power spins it in a circle to clean a much larger area.

The nozzles are stored in receptacles on a panel mounted to the handle of the washer. Colors on the
panel identify nozzle location and spray panel.

USING DETERGENT

Add detergent to the container. Set the Adjustable Spray Wand at low pressure position.
Trigger gun to spray detergent.

GUN SAFETY DEVICE

Whenever you use the high pressure washer, we suggest you grip the in the right position, with one
hand on the handle and the other on the lance, When you stop the machine it is necessary to use the
safety lock placed on the gun in order to avoid accidental.

Cleaning pininstruction

Using included tip cleaner, or an unfolded paper clip, insert wire into the nozzle hole and move back
and forth until debris is dislodged.
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
