The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

Before starting the work, make sure that the steel cable is correctly winded around the reel and the
pitch is equal to the cable diameter.

> Leave at least three turns of cable around the reel, so that the cable connection is not under
stress.

> In case the steel cable is worn out, it must be replaced only with a cable of same features
manufactured by us.

>  Before starting the work, check that switches are in good operating conditions.

> Incase the hoist stops during the lowering of a load, it is normal that the load goes down a few
centimeters more because of inertia.
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INSTALLING MOUNTING BRACKET

To install the mounting bracket, simply tighten the mountain bracket with 4 bolts

It needs a solid bar that affords enough weights to hang the hoist up ceiling indoor or hanging
outdoor

INSPECTING HOOKS

It is important to check top and bottom hooks for proper opening and other signs of deformation
or damage.

1. If the safety latch is damaged or bent, or no longer has sufficient spring pressure to contact
never use this hook or replace it with a new one.

2. The vertical angle at neck of the hook reaches 10 degrees.
3. Chemical corrosion or cracks on the hook.

CHECKING THE CABLE

Always check the cable, it must be in good condition. If the cable is in bad condition, immediately
replace it with a new one.

Allow hoist to come to a full stop before changing direction. Rapidly reversing or catching a falling
load can overload the hoist system and cause failure in hoist and/or wire rope, resulting in injury or
property damage

CONTROLS

To lift a load, press and hold the UP button. To lower, press and hold the DOWN button.

Press the red emergency stop button to shut off power quickly; the button remains locked and
prevents any movement of the hoist. To restart, rotate stop button clockwise until it disengages.
