GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

A WARNING!

>  Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions
may result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

> The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY

> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

PERSONAL SAFETY

BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE

When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects, like paper clips, coins,
keys, nails, screws or other small metal objects that can make a connection from one terminal to
another.

PREAPARING THE POLISHER
ANOTE!

Remove the plug from the socket before carrying out adjustment, servicing or maintenance.

ADJUSTING THE HANDLE
Choose the best orientation to suit operator comfort and application in hand.

Push in side button (2.1) to pivot the handle(2).

FITTING THE BACKING PAD

To make the polisher function, the hook and loop backing pad (7) needs to be fitted. Offer up the to
the M14 spindle (1) and tighten the backing pad clockwise.
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Fully tighten the backing pad using the spanner (9).

HOOKAND LOOP

Compatible with all 125mm hook and loop accessories including woof bonnet, sponge bonnet and
wavy bonnet provided with this tool.

ANOTE!

We strongly recommend that the polisher, speed setting, the polishing sponge/mop and medium
being used are tested on a small, inconspicuous area before applying to a vehicle panel or similar.

IMPORTANT: Excessive pressure on the machine does not result in higher working speed. It
increases wear on the internal mechanics and can damage the polisher.

ON/OFF BUTTON
Slide forward and backwards to switch ON or OFF.(3)
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VARIABLE SPEED CONTROL

Use the variable speed control dial (6) to adjust working speed as needed.
