GENERAL POWER TOOL SAFETY WARNINGS

AWARNING!

Read all safety warnings and all instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and instructions may
result in electric shock, fire and or serious injury.

The term “power tool” in the warnings refers to your mains-operated (corded) power tools or
battery operated (cordless) power tool.

WORK AREA SAFETY
> Keep work area clean and well lit. Cluttered or dark areas invite accidents.

> Don't operate power tools in explosive atmospheres, such as in the presence of flammable
liquids, gases or dust. Power tools create sparks which may ignite the dust or fumes.

> Keep children and bystanders away while operating a power tool. Distractions can cause you
to lose control.

ELECTRIC SAFETY

> Power tool plugs must match the outlet. Never modify the plug in any way. Don’t use any
adaptor plugs with earthed (grounded) power tools. Unmodified plugs and matching outlets
will reduce risk of electric shock.

> Avoid body contact with earthed or grounded surfaces such as pipe, radiators, ranges and
refrigerators.

PERSONAL SAFETY

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BATTERY TOOL USE AND CARE

> When battery pack is not in use, keep it away from other metal objects, like paper clips, coins,
keys, nails, screws or other small metal objects that can make a connection from one terminal to
another.

> Charge the battery cartridge with room temperature at 10C - 40C.

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SWITCH ACTION

ACAUTION!

Before installing the battery cartridge into the tool, always check to see that the switch lever
actuates properly and returns to the "OFF" position when released.

To start the tool, simply pull the switch trigger. speed is increased by increasing pressure on the
switch trigger. Release the switch trigger to stop.

ELECTRIC BRAKE

This tool is equipped with an electric brake. The electric brake helps anvil to quickly stop after the
switch trigger is released.

REVERSING SWITCH LEVER

ACAUTION!

> Always check the direction of rotation before operation.

ACAUTION!

> Usethe reversing switch only after the tool comes to a complete stop. Changing the direction
of rotation before the tool stops may dam-age the tool.

ACAUTION!

> When not operating the tool, always set the reversing switch lever to the neutral position.
This tool has a reversing switch to change the direction of rotation. Depress the reversing switch
lever from the aside for clockwise or counterclockwise rotation.

When the reversing switch lever is in the neutral position, the switch trigger cannot be pulled.
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TORQUE ADJUSTING BUTTON

To adjust the torque, press the Torque adjusting button. The Torque will change while the button
be pressed.

INSTALLING OR REMOVING BATTERY CARTRIDGE

ACAUTION!

Always switch off the tool before installing or removing of the battery cartridge.

ACAUTION!

Hold the tool and the battery cartridge firmly when installing or removing the battery cartridge.
Failure to hold the tool and the battery cartridge firmly may cause them to slip off your hands and
result in damage to the tool and battery cartridge and a personal injury.

>  Toremove the battery cartridge, slide it from the tool while pressing the battery release button on
the front of the cartridge.

D> Toinstall the battery cartridge, align the tongue on the battery cartridge with the groove in the
housing and slip it into place. Insert it all the way until it locks in place with a little click

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INSTALLING OR REMOVING IMPACT SOCKET

> Align the socket hole with the impact wrench anvil and push the impact socket onto the square
drive until it locks into place.
> Toremove the impact socket, simply pull it off. it may be hard to remove.

INSTALLING HOOK

The hook is convenient for temporarily hanging the tool. This can be installed on either side of the
tool. To install the hook, insert it into a groove in the tool housing on either side and then secure it
with a screw. To remove, loosen the screw and then take it out.
